DREYERNEWCOMEROFYEAR+MLSBESTXI
San Diego FC forward Anders Dreyer was named the 2025 MLS
Newcomer of the Year. The award recognizes the most impactful player with
prior professional experience and who made their MLS debut during the
2025 regular season. Dreyer was signed as the club’s second Designated Player
on a permanent transfer on Jan. 22, 2025, going on to record a club-best 19
goals and 19 assists. The 27-year-old became the first player in club history to
record at least 30 goal contributions and the eighth in MLShistory. Dreyer’s 38
goal contributions this season tied for the third-most in a season in MLS
history (Carlos Vela with 49 in 2019 and Lionel Messi with 48 in 2025) and
tied for the most by a first-year MLS player (Giovinvo in 2015), making it an
expansionclub record.

Dreyer’s 38 goal contributions led all first-year MLS players with Danish
compatriot Phillip Zinckermagel (30), the New York Red Bulls’ Eric Maxim
Choupo-Moting (22), and San Diego teammate Hirving “Chucky” Lozano (19),
following behind. Dreyer was integral piece to San Diego’s offense
contributing to 59.4-percent of the club’s 64 goals in 2025, which led
them to the top seedin the Western Conference and qualification to the 2026
Concacaf ChampionsCup.

In addition to being named MLSNewcomer of the Year,Dreyer wasalso named
to the 2025MLS All-Star team and earned Player of the Matchday honors twice
(Matchday 1 and 31). Dreyer was also named Player of the Month on twice
(June, August), joining JosefMartinez (2017) asthe only players in league history
to earn multiple Player of the Month honor for anexpansionclub.

Dreyer is the first San Diego player in history to earn a year-end award and
the first Danish player to earn the Newcomer of the Year award honor.
This is the third time in MLS history that the Newcomer of the Year came
from an expansion side in their debut season, joining Miguel Almirón (2017,
Atlanta United) and Fredy Montero (2009, Seattle Sounders FC).

Dreyer led voting in all three categories to earn the honor over fellow first-
year MLS stars Son Heung-Min (LAFC) and Phillip Zinckermagel (Chicago
Fire FC). The Newcomer of the Year Award was voted on by MLS club technical
staff, media,and current MLSplayers.

Dreyer was also named to the 2025 MLS Best XI, which recognizes the
league’s top players at each position as determined by members of the
media,MLSplayersand MLSclub technical staff.

PELLEGRINOCONTINUESCONTRIBUTIONS

SDFCforward AmahlPellegrino hasbeen on astreak of contributingfor
SanDiego FC’sattack. The35-year-oldhasscoredin two of SDFC’s last
threematches.Heearned hisfirst goalcontributionsof the seasonwith a
standout performance against Houston Dynano on Oct. 4. Theforward helped
in SDFCwith two assistsand a goal. Heassistedon Luca DeLa Torre’s goal to give
SDFCa 2-1 lead. He also assisted on Anders Dreyer’s second goal on a give-and-
go play with the Danish winger, earning his second assist with the club and his
fourth of the season. Pellegrino also scored in SDFC’s loss in penalty kicks
against Portland Timbers on Nov. 1. He scored on a right-footed shot into the
right-upper corner off a pass from Corey Baird. Pellegrino now has four goals
and three assists inregular seasonand playoff competitonthis season.

DOORDIEATHOME
SDFCheads is backhome for a decisive match against Portland Timbersin Game
3 of the Audi 2025 MLS Cup Playoffs Round One Best-of-3 series at Snapdragon
Stadium. SDFCis coming off a loss in penalty kicks after playing to a 2-2 draw
against Portland in Game 2 on Nov. 1. It was the Club’s first-ever road match
which went into a penalty kick shootout after Portland tied the game in
stoppage time. Portland took a 1-0 lead with a goal by Kristoffer Velde but San
Diego tied it 1-1 with a score by Amahl Pellegrino in first-half stoppage time.
SDFCtook a 2-1 lead early in the second half with a goal by Hirving “Chucky”
Lozano. SDFC had held off a Portland late rally with key saves by substitute
goalkeeper Pablo Sisniega and a defensive team effort before GageGuerra tied
the matchin the dyingmoments to force the shootout.

SDFC needs to win to move on to the Western Conference semifinals the
weekend of Nov. 21-24. This will be the fourth time in a row that SDFC faces
Portland Timbers. The first time they met wasOct. 18 on MLS Decision Dayand
the final regular season match for both teams. Thewin marked milestones and
records for SDFCasit finished its inaugural season with a 16-9-9 record and 63
points. The 19 wins is a record for most wins by an expansion club and the 63
points is the most in MLS history, also by an expansion club. It also extended a
road win streak to 10 games while finishing with a12-4- road record. SDFCwent
to earn first place in the Western Conference while Portland, who finished the
regular season with a 11-12-11 record and 44 points. had to beat Real Salt Lake
in a play-in Wildcard match to secure the No. 8 seed and earn a series against
San Diego.

Both teams went on to play in Game 1 of the Audi 2025 MLSCup Playoffs Round
One Best-of-3 series at Snapdragon Stadium. SDFCbeat Portland 2-1 to take a 1-0
leadwith goalsby OnniValakari and AndersDreyer.

Game 3 in the Round One Best-of-3 series will mark the fouth-straight
meeting between both clubs. A San Diego win puts SDFC in the Western
Conference semifinals.

LOZANOBACKONPITCHANDSCORING
SDFC Designated Player Hirving “Chucky” Lozano returned to action
against Portland Timbers in SDFC’slast match, aloss in penalty kicks after a 2-2
draw. It didn’t take long for Lozano to impact the game as the forward
scored to give SDFCa2-1 lead in the 51st minute after coming on asasubstitute
at halftime for Corey Baird. Lozano finished a rebound at point-blank range.
The Mexican winger sent a right-footed shot in midair after Anders Dreyer’s
left-footed one-timer was blocked by goalkeeper James Pantemis. Lozano
went on to finish the match andalso converted hispenalty kickattempt in the
penaltyshoout.

SDFC scored 64 goals through its 34 regular season matches and four goals in
two playoff match. The club finished the regular season fifth in MLS. Inter
Miami CF finished with 81 goals. There have been 15 different SDFCplayers

scored the Club’s65 goals this season.

THEPOSSESSIONGAME
San Diego FC SDFC finished the regular season leading the league with 60.8-
percent average possession through its 34 matches with a 19-9-6 record
with 63 points. Columbus Crew was second (58.5 percent). SDFC

outpossessed Portland Timbers 56.45 to 43.55 percent in the club’s last
match. SDFC has also registered 18,910 total passes completed for a total
average pass completions of 86.3 percent in the regular season. That was the
league’s second best behind Columbus Crew (18,022) completed passes,

86.6-percent.

AndrésReyes
Defender Andrés Reyesunderwent surgery last weekand is expected to
miss the remainderof the 2025 MLSregular season.
The 25-year-old Colombian joined SDFC ahead of the 2025 campaign, making
his debut on April 19 against Charlotte FC at Bank of America Stadium. Over his
MLS career, Reyes has made 97 appearances (85 starts), scored five goals and added
one assistacross7,132 minutes played.

DREYERPLAYEROFMONTH/MATCHDAY 31
SDFC forward Anders Dreyer had another stellar month, this time in
August. The Danish forward continues his antics as a candidate for the
Landon Donovan MLS MVP award. Dreyer was named MLS Player of the

Matchday for Matchday 31. Dreyer recorded an assist and scored the
game-winning goal in SDFC’s 2-1 win on the road against LAFC. The Danish
international is now up to a league best 32 goal contributions in 2025 (14
goals, 18 assists), which include six-game winning goals and seven game-
winning assists. His 32 goal contributions are tied with Zlatan Ibrahimović

(2018) for the second-most by a player in their debut season in MLS
history, trailing only Sebatian Glovinco (38 in 2015). Dreyer has been
named MLS Player of the Matchday twice this season, previously earning
earning the honor on Matchday 1.

Dreyer was then named MLS Player of the Month for August 2025 three
days after being named Player of the Matchday for Matchday 31. Dreyer
was named player of the month after having scored three goals and

added two assists as San Diego produced a 3-0-1 record in the month of
August enroute to clinching a spot in the Audi 2025 MLS Cup Playoffs.
Dreyer’s five goal contributions were tied for the third most in MLS during the
month of August, and his three goals were tied for the second most. During
August, the forward played 359 of 360 available minutes for San Diego and

had a goal contribution in three of the four matches. Dreyer also produced
the game-winning goal contribution in each of San Diego’s three wins –the
game-winning assist at Sporting Kansas City (Aug. 9), along with the game-
winning goals at San Jose Earthquakes (Aug. 17) and at LAFC(Aug. 31).

It is the second time Dreyer has earned the honor this season after
previously winning the award for his performance in the month of June.

Dreyer joins Josef Martinez (2017) as the only players in league history to
earn multiple Player of the Month honors for an expansion club in their
debut season.

After making history with San Diego FC on MLS is Back weekend,

Anders Dreyer was named MLS Player of the Matchday presented by
Michelob Ultra for Matchday 1. The 26-year-old Danish international winger

scored the first two goals in SDFC history to pace the expansion side's 2-0
debut victory at reigning MLS Cup champions LA Galaxy.

With his brace, Dreyer became the seventh MLS player to score multiple 
goals in a club's inaugural game and the first since Eric Hassli for Vancouver 

Whitecaps FC in 2011. San Diego also became just the second expansion team 
since 2019 to win their debut game, following St. Louis CITY SC in 2023, 

thanks in large part to Dreyer – the first Player of the Matchday after a club's 
inaugural match since Fredy Montero achieved the feat with Seattle Sounders FC 

in 2009.

The  MLS Player of the Matchday presented by Michelob Ultra is selected 
each matchday of the regular season through both media and fan voting in a 

process conducted by MLS Communications. A panel of journalists from   the 
North American Soccer Reporters (NASR) comprises 75 percent of the 

vote, while an Instagram fan vote represents the remaining 25 percent of 
voting. NASR consists  of members of print, television, radio, and online media.

PLAYEROFTHEMATCHDAY-MATCHDAY11

San Diego FC winger Hirving “Chucky” Lozano was voted the Major League
Soccer Player of the Matchday for Matchday 11 of the 2025 MLS season for
his performance against FCDallas last week. Lozano scored two goals and
added two assists as SDFC produced its largest win in club history
defeating FC Dallas at home 5-0. After scoring a brace in the first half,
Lozano became the fifth player in MLS history to produce at least four
goals and four assists in his first eight games with an expansion club.
Later in the match, Lozano continued to ad to his accolades as just the
fourth player in MLS history to accumulate two goals and two assists in a
single match for an expansion club. The most recent up to that point to do
so was Carlos Velafor LAFC(October 12, 2018).

PLAYEROFTHEMATCHDAY-MATCHDAY20

SanDiego FC forward Milan Iloski was voted the Major League Soccer Player of
the Matchday for Matchday 20 on June 26, 2025. The 25-year- old forward
tallied the fastest four goals in MLS history, scoring four times from the
35th minute to 47th minute in SDFC’s 5-3 win at Vancouver Whitecaps. It
marked Iloski’s first career MLS start as well as SDFC’s first-ever hat trick and
four-goal performance. He became the 10th player in league history to score
three goals in 10 minutes or less. He scored seven goals in three matches
over the course of 135 minutes. He scored nine goals in 292 minutes played.
It was the fewest minutes for a player to reach nine goals in league history,
surpassing AdamaDiomande(9 goalsin 472 minutes)in 2018.

PLAYEROFTHEMATCHDAY-MATCHDAY28

San Diego FC forward Anders Dreyer was named to the Team of the
Matchday for Matchday 28 after his performance during SDFC’s 2-1 win at
Sporting KCon Aug. 9. The Danish forward had a goal and an assist in Kansas

City. He helped set up the first score of the match with an assist on Hirving
“Chucky” Lozano’s first half goal . He then extended the SDFC lead with a

goal of his won in the 70th minute on a give-and-go play with Onni Valakari.

With that pair of goal contributions, Dreyer passed LAFC’s Carlos Vela (27 in 

2018) with the most goal contributions in an expansion season with 29.

YOUALWAYSREMEMBERYOURFIRST
San Diego FC(SDFC) made history earning a 2-0 victory over reigning MLS Cup
champions LAGalaxyat Dignity Health Sports Park in SDFC’s MLSdebut
on March 23, 2025. SDFC winger Anders Dreyer headlined MLS’ Sunday Night 
Soccer with a brace, scoring the Club’s first-ever MLS goal in the 52nd minute. 
Despite a late push from the Galaxy, SDFC held firm, and finished off the 
game with Dreyer’s second goal of the night in stoppage time. SDFC 
shutout the LA Galaxy in Carson, ending their undefeated streak at home 
and becoming the first MLS team to defeat them at Dignity Health Sports Park 
since Oct. 21, 2023.

With their 2-0 road victory over the Galaxy, SDFC became the second MLS 
expansion team to win their inaugural match since 2019, joining St. Louis 
CITY SC in 2023.

On 28 acres in San Diego, the home of the Academy and professional team is intentionally designed to foster engagement between the

academy players, coaches, staff, teachers and professional players. The brand new campus site includes dedicated school

facilities, student-athlete residential dorms, 5 world-class pitches, a state-of-the-art sports performance center, and a dining space that

serves as the cultural focal point and communal hub for the campus community.

The Right to Dream Academy offers a unique and comprehensive talent development model that weaves together world-class

football development, top tier education, and intentional character building. This holistic environment allows student-athletes to

develop not just as elite footballers, but as leaders and changemakers who will make a positive impact on their communities and

beyond.

San Diego FC's Right to Dream Academy is a fully-funded, free residential program, school and football academy. When the academy

opens in the fall of 2025, San Diego FC will become the first Major League Soccer club to offer a privately operated school combined with

a residential football academy.

Among the 6 newly renovated school buildings within the campus, the student athlete residential spaces will accommodate boys

between the ages of 12-18, spanning grades 6 through 12. Starting in the fall of 2026, San Diego FC will create a non-residential, fully-

funded professional player development pathway at the academy for girls between the ages of 12-18.

Manager. Heaps brings over 10 years of top-level global football experience from his 

roles at Right to Dream, AS Monaco, and the U.S. Soccer Federation. At 33, Heaps also 

becomes the youngest Sporting Director in Major League Soccer.

Heaps joins San Diego FC from Right to Dream, where he served as the Group Head of 

Recruitment and Insights. In this role, he helped build the first-team recruitment strategy 

for both FC Nordsjælland and SDFC. He also drove technological and data 
advancements to enhance internal pipeline tracking and external monitoring, leading to 

more impactful decision-making. Additionally, Heaps had been spearheading efforts for 

SDFC on roster and club strategy to ensure cohesion and alignment with Right to 

Dream's overall vision.

Before his time at Right to Dream, Heaps was the Head of Analysis and Insights at AS 

Monaco Football Club from 2021 to 2023. Reporting to the Sporting Director, he 
supported all sporting functions including recruitment, analysis, and performance. 

Heaps was instrumental in developing and providing insights across leadership, player 

recruitment, coaching, and academy performance. His efforts contributed significantly to 

AS Monaco's performance, with the team playing in the Europa League in two of the 

three seasons during his tenure at the Club, while also achieving a third-place finish in 
France’s Ligue 1 in his first season at Monaco after they finished 17th on the table in the 

season prior to his arrival.

Prizant joined SDFC in November 2024 as the Assistant Sporting Director where he will 
oversee player recruitment, analysis and player development functions. Additionally, 
Prizant will provide effective management and leadership to the Club’s technical 
department, fostering a culture of innovation and collaboration that aligns with SDFC’s 
mission of developing both players and staff.

Prior to joining SDFC, Varas served as the Head Coach 
for the US U-20 National Team from 2021-2023, in 2024 he joined the senior squad for the 
USMNT an assistant coach for the USMNT in 2023, and most recently served as the USMNT 
interim Head Coach in 2024.

Before joining U.S. Soccer, Varas served as an assistant coach for FC Dallas under former 
head coach Luchi Gonzalez for three seasons.

Assistant Coach Kelvin Jones joined SDFC after a successful career with the Columbus Crew, 

where he served in various roles since 2017, including Academy Director and Crew 2 Head Coach 

in 2024. Under his leadership, Crew 2 reached the Eastern Conference Final in MLS NEXT Pro, 

showcasing a young, dynamic squad with an average age of 19.1 years and finishing third in the 

league for minutes played by U-19 players. Internationally, Jones was an assistant coach for the 
U.S. U-17 Men’s National Team during the 2023 FIFA U-17 World Cup, where the team reached 

the Round of 16. A former professional player with the Richmond Kickers and Charleston Battery, 

Jones also excelled as a standout defender at Wake Forest University, leading the Demon 

Deacons to three NCAA Tournament appearances. Kelvin holds numerous coaching certifications 

including a USSF A License, NSCAA Director of Coaching Diploma, USSF National Youth License, 
and his Elite Formation Coaching License (EFCL), a partnership between MLS and the French 

Football Federation for elite MLS Academy coaches.

Lozano, widely known as “Chucky”, has established himself as one of the most dynamic wingers in the 
sport. The Mexico City native will join San Diego following an accomplished career in Europe and 
Mexico, playing for top international clubs like PSV Eindhoven of the Eredivisie, Napoli of Italy’s Serie A 
and C.F. Pachuca of Mexico’s Liga MX.

Throughout his career, the 28-year-old has tallied over 267 all-time club appearances in Europe, 
scoring 76 goals and recording 43 assists in all competitions during his time at PSV Eindhoven and 
Napoli. Lozano has won titles at every club he’s been a part of, including the 2016 Liga MX Clausura 
and 2016-17 Concacaf Champions League titles with Pachuca, the 2017-18 and 2023-24 Eredivisie 
titles with PSV Eindhoven, and the 2019-20 Coppa Italia and the 2022-23 Seria A titles with Napoli. 
Internation ally, the winger has earned 70 caps for the Mexican National Team, netting 18  goals and  12  
assists  all-time for El Tricolor.  Notably, Lozano has represented his country on the world’s biggest 
stage making seven appearances and recording one goal and one assist all-time during the 2018 and 
2022 FIFA World Cups.

Lozano began his professional career with Pachuca in Liga MX, where he made 149 appearances and 
scored 43 goals and 31 assists during his time at the club (2014-17). Lozano led Pachuca to the Liga MX 
title in the 2016 Torneo Clausura and the 2016-17 Concacaf Champions League championship 
campaign.
